Shooting Times

A draw for shooting order will normally be
conducted 10 minutes before the scheduled
shooting time, which is 1.30 pm unless otherwis
stated.

If a decision to start shooting is delayed (e.g. by
inclement weather) beyond one hour of the
scheduled shooting time, then a practice shoot d
may be held and no competition will be decided
such a day.

Ad Hoc Range Use

Members wishing to use the range at other than
programmed dates and times must first obtain th
Captain’s approval. Other users must have the
Committee’s approval.

The Range Booking Manager will advise on wha
targets may or may not be used, and will resolve
any booking clashes as he / she sees fit.

Booking and range fees will be levied for every
instance of ad hoc range use in accordance with
schedule approved from time to time by the
Committee.

It may also be necessary to obtain the approval
external authorities in order to meet conditions o
the ACT Firearms Act and the Club’s tenure ove
the range and its danger zone.

Range Standing Orders

All shooting on the range shall be conducted in
accordance with the Range Standing Orders.

Zero Range

The firing point is located on top of the mantlet a
the North Eastern end of A Block. All shots are to
be fired into the stop butt. Any intending usefs o
the zero range must be in place at least 45 minutes
before the scheduled shooting time on that day, and
P must vacate the area by 30 minutes before the
scheduled shooting time. The Range Officer may
request that the zero range be vacated at any time.

Firearms Licences

nMembership of the NRAA alone is no longer
PRufficient for the legal possession and use of
approved rifles. All members and users of the
range may be required at any time to satisfy the
th%Iub that they hold a valid Firearms Licence as
ISsued by the State or Territory in which they
reside.
